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GENERAL INFORMATION:

McGraw-Hill will be installing Yearly Progress Pro in your school or district.   In order for YPP to be effective, all computers accessing the application must meet minimum requirements.   

Macintoshes:

· Power Macintosh 5500 or higher.

· 225 MHz power PC or higher.

· Mac OS 8.1 or higher.

· 32 MB memory (64 MB memory preferred).

· 32 MB virtual memory. (64 MB virtual memory preferred).

· 800x600 resolution or greater.

· LAN connected (TCP/IP 10 mbs or faster).

· Ability to install an icon that launches Internet Explorer or Safari on the desktop.

Browser:

· Internet Explorer 5.0 and above and above or Safari 1.2 and above (should be default browser on desktop).

· QuickTime 6.0 or higher, or RealPlayer 7.0 or higher for sound files.

Note:  QuickTime or RealPlayer must be the system default for MIME type MP3 in order for YPP audio files to function properly.  QuickTime is normally used for Macintoshes.

· Cookies Enabled.

· Active-X Enabled.

· Auto-Complete set to off.

· Ability to by-pass proxy in cases where proxy server does not perform adequately.  We prefer to work with a technical contact in a school to test performance where proxies are used before a school goes live with YPP.

PCs  (Windows 95, 98, 2000, NT, ME, or XP):

· 200 MHz Pentium processor or higher.

· Windows 95/NT 4.0 or higher.

· 64 MB memory (128 MB memory preferred).

· 800x600 resolution or greater.

· LAN connected (TCP/IP 10 mbs or faster).

· Ability to install an icon that launches Internet Explorer on the desktop.

Browser:

· Internet Explorer 5.0 (should be default browser on desktop).

Note:  YPP has performance enhancements for Internet Explorer 6.0 and higher, but IE 5.x performs adequately.

· QuickTime 6.0 or higher, RealPlayer 6.0 or higher, or Windows Media Player

Note:  QuickTime, RealPlayer, or Windows Media must be the system default for MIME type MP3 in order for YPP audio files to function properly.  RealPlayer is most commonly used for Windows systems and is preferred.  RealPlayer performs better on busy network connections.

· Cookies Enabled.

· Active-X Enabled.

· Auto-Complete set to off.

· Ability to by-pass proxy in cases where proxy server does not perform adequately.  We prefer to work with a technical contact in a school to test performance where proxies are used before a school goes live with YPP.
PC AUDIT INSTRUCTIONS:

	A. Verifying the Windows Version:

Method 1:

From the Start menu, select Programs > Accessories > System Tools > System Information.  The version is listed in the OS Name field.

Method 2:

Right click on My Computer and select Properties.  The version is listed under System on the default tab.  

Acceptable versions: 95, 98, 2000, NT, ME, and XP.


	

	B. Verifying the Memory:

Method 1:

From the Start menu, select Programs > Accessories > System Tools > System Information.  The memory is listed as Total Physical Memory.

Method 2:

Right click on My Computer and select Properties.  The total memory is listed under Computer on the default tab.  

Acceptable values: greater than 64,000 KB or 64 MB.


	

	C. Verifying the Processor Speed:

Method 1:

From the Start menu, select Programs > Accessories > System Tools > System Information. The speed is listed at the end of the Processor field.

Method 2:

Reboot the computer and watch the screen.  The processor speed should be listed as the computer boots.

Acceptable values: Pentium processor with speed greater the 200 MHz.


	

	D. Verifying the Screen Resolution:

Right click on the desktop wallpaper, and select Properties.  Click the Settings tab.  The resolution is listed in the Screen Area box.

Acceptable values:  800x600 or greater.


	


	E. Verifying the LAN Connection:

Method 1:

Select Run from Start menu.  Enter command and click OK.  In the window type ipconfig and then hit the Enter key.  This should return an IP Address.

Method 2:

Right click on Network Neighborhood on the desktop and select Properties.  Right click on Local Area Connection and select Properties.  Highlight Internet Protocol and click Properties.  This should return an IP Address.

Acceptable values: Any IP address that does not start with 169.254.


	

	F. Verifying the Browser Version:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Help menu, select About Internet Explorer.

Acceptable versions: Any version greater than 5.


	

	G. Verifying Cookies:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Tools menu, select Internet Options.  Click on the Privacy tab.  The slider bar displays the cookie level.  

Acceptable values: Medium or lower.


	

	H. Verifying AutoComplete:
Start Internet Explorer.  From the Tools menu, select Internet Options.  Click on the Content tab then on AutoComplete.

Acceptable settings: Forms and Usernames must not be checked.


	

	I. Verifying ActiveX:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Tools menu, select Internet Options.  Click on the Security tab.  Highlight the Internet icon and click the Custom Level button.  

Acceptable settings:  Enable Script ActiveX controls marked safe for scripting and enable Run ActiveX controls and plugins.


	

	J. Verifying Proxy Configuration:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Tools menu, select Internet Options.  On the Connections tab, click the LAN Settings button. Make note of the proxy configuration.

Comments: Some proxies perform very poorly under heavy load.  It may be necessary to add the IP address of the YPP server to the exclusion list or it may need to be bypassed.


	

	K. Verifying Media Player for MP3 Files:

Start Windows Explorer (not Internet Explorer).  On the Tools menu, select Folder Options.  Click on the File Types tab.  Scroll down in the list and highlight the MP3 extension.  In the details section, check the Opens with application.  Close this 

window and exit Windows Explorer.  Start the media player application that is the default for MP3 files.  Check the version.

Acceptable media players: Windows Media Player, RealPlayer, or QuickTime.


	


MAC OS8 AND OS9 AUDIT INSTRUCTIONS:

	A. Verifying Macintosh Model:

Check the model designation on the front of the computer.

Acceptable models: All eMacs, iMacs, and PowerMacs 5500 and up.


	

	B. Verifying Processor Speed:

Check the model designation on the front of the computer.  On PowerMacs the speeds is listed after the / symbol.

Acceptable models: All eMacs and iMacs.  PowerMacs with speeds greater than 225 MHz.

	

	C. Verifying OS Version:

From the Apple menu, select About This Computer.  It will be listed as Version.

Acceptable Versions:  OS 8.1 or higher


	

	D. Verifying the Memory:

Method 1:

From the Apple menu, select About This Computer.  It will be listed as Built-in Memory.

Method 2:
From the Apple menu, select Control Panels > Memory.

Acceptable values: 32 MB or more.


	

	E. Verifying the Virtual Memory:

Method 1:

From the Apple menu, select About This Computer.  It will be listed as Virtual Memory.

Method 2:
From the Apple menu, select Control Panels > Memory.

Acceptable values: 32 MB or more.


	


	F. Verifying the Screen Resolution:

From the Apple menu, select Control Panels, then Monitors.  

Acceptable values:  800x600 or greater.


	

	G. Verifying the LAN Connection:

From the Apple menu, select Control Panels > TCP/IP.  

Acceptable values: Any IP address that does not start with 169.254.


	

	H. Verifying the Browser Version:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Apple menu, select About Internet Explorer.  The version is displayed in the lower left corner.

Acceptable versions: Any version greater than 5.


	

	I. Verifying Cookies:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Edit menu, select Preferences.  Under Receiving Files in the left menu, select Cookies.   

Acceptable values: Set to Never Ask.


	

	J. Verifying AutoComplete:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Edit menu, select Preferences.  Under Forms AutoFill in the left menu, select Forms AutoComplete.   

Acceptable setting: Disabled.


	

	K. Verifying ActiveX:
Start Internet Explorer.  From the Edit menu, select Preferences.  Under Web Browser in the left menu, select Web Content.  Check the Enable ActiveX box in the Active Content section.
Acceptable setting: ActiveX enabled.


	


	L. Verifying Proxy Configuration:

Start Internet Explorer.  From the Edit menu, select Preferences.  Under Network in the left menu, select Proxies. Make note of the proxy configuration.

Comments: Some proxies perform very poorly under heavy load.  It may be necessary to add the IP address of the YPP server to the exclusion list or it may need to be bypassed.


	

	M. Verifying Media Player for MP3 Files:

Start Internet Explorer. From the Edit menu, select Preferences.  Under Receiving Files in the left menu, select File Helpers.  Scroll through the list at the right to find MP3 audio file with mp3 extension.

Acceptable media players: RealPlayer or QuickTime.


	


MAC OS X AUDIT INSTRUCTIONS:

	A. Verifying Macintosh Model:

Check the model designation on the front of the computer.

Acceptable models: All eMacs and iMacs


	

	B. Verifying Processor Speed:

Check the model designation on the front of the computer.

Acceptable models: All eMacs and iMacs


	

	C. Verifying Memory:

Check the model designation on the front of the computer.

Acceptable models: All eMacs and iMacs


	

	D. Verifying Virtual Memory:

Check the model designation on the front of the computer.

Acceptable models: All eMacs and iMacs


	

	E. Verifying the Screen Resolution:

From the Apple menu, select System Preferences.  Click the Displays icon.  

Acceptable values:  800x600 or greater.


	

	F. Verifying LAN Configuration:

From the Apple menu, select System Preferences.  Click the Network icon.  On the Show drop-down menu, select Network Status.

Acceptable values: Any IP address that does not start with 169.254.


	

	G. Verifying Brower Version:

Start Safari or Internet Explorer.  

Acceptable browsers: Safari 1.2 or Internet Explorer version 5.


	

	H. Verifying Internet Explorer Settings:

See Steps H through M of previous section.


	

	I. Verifying Cookies in Safari:
Start Safari. On the Safari menu, select Preferences.  Click on the Security tab.

Acceptable settings: Always or Only from sites you navigate to is selected.


	

	J. Verifying AutoComplete in Safari:

Start Safari. On the Safari menu, select Preferences.  Click on the Autofill tab.

Acceptable settings: User names and passwords is unchecked and Other forms is unchecked.


	

	K. Verifying Media Player in Safari:

Start Safari. On the Help menu, select Installed Plug-ins.  Scroll down to the QuickTime or RealPlayer plugin.  Verify that audio/x-mpeg3 with mp3 extension is listed.

Acceptable settings: audio/x-mpeg3 is listed for QuickTime or RealPlayer.


	


CREATING THE DESKTOP ICON:

CAUTION: This procedure should only be performed on computers that meet the minimum requirements for Yearly Progress Pro.  The presence of the YPP desktop icon is quick method for later determining that the computer meets the minimum requirements.  Please do not access YPP via home page links, Internet Explorer Favorites, Safari Bookmarks or other shortcuts.

1.
Start Internet Explorer (PC and Mac) or Safari (Mac).

2.
Open the following URL:


http://YPP_ADDRESS/Installer/html/install.html
where YPP_ADDRESS is the IP address or DNS name of the server.  URLs with YPP_ADDRESS in them will not work.  You must substitute the proper address for your local server.  This information is provided with the server when it is shipped.  For example:

Download the appropriate version of the installer program.

4. 
Exit your browser.

5.
Double click the installer program.  The installer will launch your browser.

6.
Click on the Next button.
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7.
Append the address of your YPP server in the URL field.  If you require the use of a proxy server to access the internet check the Use a proxy server box.  Click the Next button.  The proxy option is not currently available for the Mac platform.  
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8.
If the proxy box was checked, enter your proxy information.  Click the Next button. (Mac users skip this step.)
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9.
The installer will perform a basic check to see whether the computer meets minimum requirements, and will display an error message if the computer is missing a major component (for example, not enough memory or missing media player).  When the installer has completed, click the Finish button.
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10.
Delete the installer program.  

11.
McGraw-Hill will provide a test account to login to YPP to verify correct functionality and performance.  Double click the desktop icon and login to YPP with this test account.

12.
Once logged into YPP, click the green TESTS button on the left side of the screen.

13.
Click the PREVIEW CBM TESTS link.  Select a test group from the drop down menu (ie 1st Grade Weekly).  Then select a test form (ie 1st Grade Weekly Form A1).  Click Preview this test.

14.
The test preview will open in another window.  The first question will vary depending on which test is being viewed; however, all questions are displayed on a chalkboard image with navigation buttons on the right side.  Verify that images are being displayed in an acceptable time.  Some questions also have accompanying audio files.  Click the blue PLAY button if it is present.  

15.
Click the red EXIT button to exit the test.  Click the green LOG OUT button to exit YPP.
